Scheme for strengthening of existing laboratories and setting up of additional
laboratories. ‘

The Board vide resolution No. 151.9 (5) approved the proposal for
strengthening of existing laboratories at Panchkula, Hisar, Faridabad and Gurgaon and
seting up of additional Laboratories at Paripat, Sonepat, Yamuna Nagar and
Bahadurgarh. This scheme includes installation of Real Time Continuous Amibient Air
Quality Monitoring Stations at Faridabad, Gurgaon, Rohtak, Panipat, Bahadurgarh,
Dharuhiera, Yamuna Nagar, Hisar and Sonepat. The proposal has been sent to Central
Pollution Control Board vide dated 6.11.09 for providing financial assistance of
Rs. 3544.59 lac to the HSPCB, '

HSPCB proposes to purchase equipmentsfinstruments for existing laboratories
at Panchkula, Hisar, Faridabad and Gurgaon during the year 2012-43 and budget
provision of Rs. 5.00 Crore may be made accordingly.




Scheme of Setting up of Water and Air Quality Monitoring Stations

Centtral Pollution Gontrol Board has sanctioned 30 new Alr Quality Monitoring
Stations for Haryana under National Air Moniitoting Programme (NAMP), These stations
will be set up at Jagadhri (One), Rohtak (one), Panipat (Two), Rewarl (Three), Sonepat
(Three), Kamal (One), Palwal (One), Gurgaon (Three), Bhiwani (One), Sirsa (One),
Panchkula Urban Estate (One), Ambala (One), Jind (One), Thanesar (One),
Bahadurgarh (One), Kaithal (One), Ambala Sadar (One), Faridabad (One),
Yamunhanagar (Two) and Dharuhera (Three). Central Poliution Coritrol Board has
alrsady released grant of Rs, 1.18 Crore (Rupees One Crore Eighteen Lac only) as
capital cost for the installation of 30 stations in above mentioned districts. These
stations will be set up during the year 2012-13 by the Haryana State Pollution Control
Board. Instruments/Equipments for these Air Quality Monitoring Stations are being
purchased and staff shall be hired on contract basis. In addition to above Ambient Air
Quality Stations, the Board shall set up Water Quallity Monitoring Stations for monitoring

the quallly of river waters. Thus a total expenditure is expected to be incurred is Rs,
2.00 Crore.

(4)  Advertisement and Publicity

The Board hes incutred Rs. 17.81 lac during the year 2010-11 and Rs. 80 lac for
the year 2012-13 proposed to be incurred for the purpose of advertisement and publicity
o create awareness arong the general public on the stbjects of abatement of pollution
and betterment of environment. "

This year the State Gowt. has issued notification dated 14.2010 to impose
complete ban on plastic carry bags and Gowt. of India has issued Plastic Waste
Management Rules, 2011. The provisions of these notifications are required to be given
wide publicity through print and electronic media. Further the Board has framed a
scheme for institution of awards for best performing blocks for fton- buming of wheat
stubblefpaddy straw for the financial year 201213, This schame needs to be given wide -
publicity through Radio Jingles, Dootdarshan etc. Besides {his, Board is contemplating
to celebrate all the important days of the environment calendar fike World Earth Day,
World Environment Day, World Ozane Day efc.

Therefore, the amount of funds required shall be more than the funds incurred

during the previous years and the provision of an amount of Rs. 80 lac need to be made
in the budget for the year 2012-13.

(b)  Seminar, Workshop & Training

The Board is deputing its officers to attend various seminars / workshops |
trainings in India and abroad on the subjects of pollution control and environment. The
Board incurred Rs. 0.37 lac for the year 2010-11 and Rs. 30 lac for the year 201112
proposed:

The Board proposes to depute its officers to attend various seminars/ training
programs during the year 201213, |

Therefore, provision of an amount of Rs. 30 lac is to be made in the budget for
the year 2012-13 for imparting training to the officers of the Board and other stake
holders working in the field of pollution control & environment.




{¢)  Research & Development

The Board proposes fo get research & development studies done in the field of
poliution control and environment management. Some of the projects undertaken in the
past are health study fo the ity of Farldabad, remote-sensing study of degradation of
environment in the Aravali hills and river bed of Yaruna, poliution abatement action
plan for critically polluted towns of Fatidabad and Panipat ete.

The Board is contemplating to get these studies done through professional
organizationsfinstitutes like NEERI, TERI, GJU, Hisar, Kurukshetra University ete.

Therefore a pm\zls on of Rs. 150 Lacs is to be made In the budget for the year

012-13 for undertakmg research & development activities in the field of pollution
control and enviranment rianagement.




Scheme for setting up of Common Bio-Medical Waste Treatment and Disposal
Facility:- | :

" Under the provisions of the Bio-Medical Waste (Management & Handiing)
Rules, 1998, every health care unit is required to provide facilities like incinerator,
autoclave, microwave system for the treatment of waste to ensure requisite treatment of
bio-medical waste or dispose of such wastes in a common bio-medical waste treatment
‘fagllity. The Central Pollution Control Board has issued niecessary guidelines for setting
up of common bio-medical waste treatrment facility which includes double chamber
incirerator, autoclave, shradder, microwave and one acre of land etc. At present, there
ate six common bio-medical treatment and disposal facility in the State operated by
various private firms on user charge basis. The State Government in Environment
Department has given grand-in-aid of Rs. 65.00 Lacs to HSPCB for the development of
comrmon bio-miedical waste treatment and disposal facilities during the year 2008-10.
The HSPCB has requested the State Government for organizing meetingsﬂ with Health
Department and State indian Medical Association (IMA) impressing upon them for
setting up of common bio-medical waste treatment facilty.

The amount of Rs. 75.00 Lacs will be provided as financial assistance to the
Health Department/MA for setting up of common bio-medical waste treatment and
disposal facility for effective management of Bio-medical waste in the State. The
amount of Rs. 75.00 Lacs is expected fo utilize during the year 2012-13 and the HSPCB
shall monitor the progress of installation of common bip-medical waste treatment and
disposal facilities.

Therefore, provision of an amount of Rs. 75.00 Lacs may be made in the Budget

for the year 2012-13 for providing financial assistarice to Health Department/IMA for
setting up of common bio-medical waste freatment and disposal facilities.




Construction/Purchase of Office Building & Residential Complex

Board has approved the proposal of the construction of residential complex vide
Agenda ltem No. 130.7 for the employees of the Board in Sector-23, Panchkula. The
" HUDA has aiready allotted 1.5 acres of land for the cohstruction of tesidential complex.
The administrative dpproval has already been grarted by the State Govemment for the
coristruction of the coriplex. Similarly, Board is having plot at Sonipat for the
construction of office building. The construction work of the office building at Sonipat
and for residential complex at Panchkula will be taken up in the year 2012-13. A
provision of Rs. 6.00 Crore has been ear-marked for the construction of these buildings

for the year 2012-13. The construction will be undertaken by following proper tendering
procedure.




Scheme of Eco-Club

Goverhment of India launched National Environmént Programme for public
awareness in 1986 with a view to educate children/students. National Green Corps
(NGCs) was launched in the year 2001 by the Ministry of Environment & Forests,
Govemthent of India to create awareness armongst children in respect of health and
environment. NGCs prograritne is being implemented through Eco-clubs. These Eco-
clubs dre functioning in the State of Haryana since 2001-02. There are total of about
5000 Eco-clubs in 20 Districts in the State of Haryana. Each eco-club is having 50
students with one eco-club in-charge teacher for each school and two master trainers in
each district. The main objects of the eco-clubs are to create awareness amongst the
children and public at large for the preservation of environmenit. Ministry of Environment -
& Forests, Government of India is providing grant-in-aid amounting to Rs. 2500/~ per
year per school for 5000 eco-clubs in the State.

During the year 2011-12 an amount of Rs.143.00 lacs has been received in the

month of 12/2011 towards Eco-Clubs form Gowvt. of India, therefore a provision of
Rs.125.00 lacs has been made for the year 2012-13.
