HSPCetptctiol6/s076.gg oiteo 2g.01.2016 afterapproval of Competent Authority.
The TAC (Policy) had recommended for the following amendments in theconsent Policy order issued vide Endst. No. toigs-t o21g dated oi.oi.z'orl'#;published in the gazette on 15.04.2014:_

1' The period of crE for projects requiring Environmental clearance be grantedupto 07 years or the date of commissioiing, whichever is eailier subject to thevalidity of EC.
2' The period of crE for projects not requiring Environmental clearance beextended from 02 years to 05 years including stone crushers, hot mix plants,screening plants, brick kilns etc.

ln view of above, it is h.ereby ordered that the following amendments are madein the consent policy orders issueb vide Endsi. rrfo. 1019S_1 O21g dated Ol.OA.2O14and published in the gazette on 15.04.2014:_i' The period of CTE for projects requiring Environmental clearance be grantedupto 07 years or the date of commissioiing, whichever is earlier subject to thevalidity of Environment Clearanceii' The period of CTE for projects not requiring Environmental clearance beextended from 02 years to 05 years includingiton" crushers, hot mix plants,screening plants, brick kilns etc.
