Details of comments/suggestions/objections/views/ideas raised during public
hearing.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula- briefed the public
gathering about the project and explained that this is the process that has to
be followed as per the notification of MOEF&CC while deciding the
Environmental Clearance to the unit. Opinions of the public gathering today
will be sent in written to SEIAA and SEIAA is the final authority whether
the EC has to be granted or not.

Further, requested to Deputy Commissioner Panchkula to start the
proceeding for the same.

Sh. Mahavir Kaushik, Deputy Commissioner, Panchkula also briefed the
same that the mining department has allotted mining site at this location to
M/s Krishna Enterprises and before starting the mining, EC is required
which is granted by the SEIAA and public hearing is the process for
deciding the Environmental Clearance to the mining agency. If the local
residents of the nearby villages have any objections / suggestions to the
proposed project they can give it in writing also. Further, he added that we
are here to take your suggestions and objections and same will be sent to
SEIAA in written along with the videography.

Q-1: Sh. Saleem Dabkori, Municipal Councilor, Ward no 20 - What is the
process of public hearing and he raised question about the process and expressed
his displeasure that no one including me was informed regarding the public hearing
of this project.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O,- HSPCB, Panchkula - replied that Public Notice
was published in the leading news papers 30 days before this public hearing as per
the provisions of EIA Notification although the letters to all the public
representatives including local MP and ML A were sent earlier through registered
post and you were personally informed telephonically by me when you called me

-
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couple of days earlier regarding this public hearing. He further added that you were
also known from somewhere regarding this, that’s why you called me and enquired
about the Public Hearing to be conducted today.

Q-2: Sh. Saleem Dabkori, Municipal Councilor, Ward no 20 - This is the area
under MC and I am the elected member of this ward no 20 and during the meeting
of Nagar Nigam in presence of Municipal commissioner we have passed a
resolution that no mining activity will be permitted in this area because Panchkula,
Extension is proposed in this area and sector-24 of Panchkula is planned and other
sectors- 14, 7, 4 are also in development stages and further, development will be
done under Panchkula Development Authority in this area khasra no proposed for
mining by the Mining Department are in MC limit and there is forestation in this
area and Section 4 & 5 of Forest Act is applicable to this area. Further, CGWA
declared this area as Dark zone. We are against this proposed project and request
authorities to see the conditions of the roads where the mining is allotted in the
nearby villages.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula- please provide the copy of
proceeding passed in the house, so that we can record in the minutes. Further, he
added that if corporation is not willing to allow the agency for mining than how
mining agency can do mining here.

Q-3: Sh. Saleem Dabkori, Municipal Councilor, Ward no 20 - We have passed
a proposal for stadium in adjacent to the khasra no 123-124-119 mentioned by the
PP. I have raised the objections in the meeting held under the chairmanship of DC
Panchkula for CSR fund that no mining agency will spent even a single rupee for
the environment in this area and it is my personal request to DC Sir to please
inspect the other allotted mines as they are violating the norms.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula — replied that DC Sir had
personally inspected all the mining sites some days before along with mining
department including HSPCB officers and directed the mining officer to take
stringent action immediately against the violators as per the provisions of Mining
Department.

Q-4: Sh. Saleem Dabkori, Municipal Councilor, Ward no 20 - He further raised
the objections on the mining site allotted in Rattewali and stated that 36 crore fine
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was imposed by the Vigilance Department but, permit by the Mining Department
is not cancelled till today?

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula- replied that no such type
of violation will be allowed in this project and concerned departments will take
action as per law if this project found violating the provisions of their department.

Q-5: Sh. Satbir Singh S/o Sh. Rati Ram - we have objections in the project
allotted as this will affect the environment. Please cancel this project we don’t
want.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula- same will be recorded in
the minutes.

Q-6: Sh. Harnam Singh - This area comes under R-zone and if mining is allotted
forestation in the nearby land will effect. We don’t want this project to operate
here.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula — same will be recorded in
the minutes.

Q-7: Sh. Deepak Sura, DMC, MC Panchkula- informed that MC Panchkula has
approved a project in this area on _29/09/2022 and malkiyat of this allotted land is
with the MC Panchkula and resolution has been already passed in the meeting that
no mining activity will be permitted in this area. (Record submitted). I raise

objection on the behalf of MC, Panchkula.
Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula- Please submit this in
writing.

Q-8: Sh. Kamal Sharma S/o Jai Ram:- submitted that 32/10 khewat no is near to
my tubewell, if mining will allowed I have to dig another Borewell for more than
600 feet and if mining will be allowed here my land will be eroded. I have to
install new tube well. This will lower the value of our land too and I am totally

against this project.

Q-9: Sh. Vilayat Ali Mohd., Vill-Dabkori - All nearby villages i.e. Behad,
Dabkori, Kot, Jaswantgarh are totally against this project. Please note our
objection.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula- your objections are noted
and same will be sent to the SEIAA.

Q-10: Sh. Jang Bahadurs S/o Sh. Gurnam Singh, Vill.-Kot - If this project will
be allotted then Agriculture land and Environment will be affected. Our lands will
be affected. Please note my objection.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, - same will be recorded in the minutes.

Q-11: Sh. Vijay Kumar Dalavri S/o Sh. Vilayti Ram Dalavri, Vill/- Kot - We
don’t want our land to be dug. Please don’t allow mining here. We have objected
too. Land belongs to MC and requesting to please construct a stadium, college,
school in this land but not allowed to use this land for mining as this will affect the
nearby population. The Farm house can’t be constructed here, if mining is started.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, - same will be recorded in the minutes.

Q-12: Sh. Rajinder S/o Sh. Tara Chand - My land is adjacent to this proposed
project’s land and almost 30 feet deep already digged. If mining will be done, I
will be in trouble and I m afraid they will buy my land also.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, - same will be recorded in the minutes.

Q-13: Sh. Kamal Deen, Vill.- Dabkori- nearby roads of the village will be used
for the transportation of the mining material, will road be maintained by the PP and
how much amount will be used for repair of the roads?

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Sh. Alok Environment consultant informed that 1.50 Lakh will be used for repair
of the roads.

Q-14: Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula asked the PP how
much length of the road will be repaired in this amount; I think this is not the
sufficient amount for the repairing work.

Sh. Aman Virk, PP- replied that 10% of 3.15 crores will be used i.e. approx. 35
Lakh and we have to deposit this amount to the Govt. and Govt. will decide the
further.

Q-15: Sh. Virender Singh Punia,'R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula —asked that 35 Lakh
won’t work much and you can’t repair sufficient roads with this amount even.

Q-16: Sh. MP Sharma, A.T.P, MC, Panchkula- M/s RM Secure and M/s Shiv
enterprises have to deposit the pending amount of Rs. 59,10,000/- to the
Corporation and this is the same agency.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, - same will be recorded in the minutes.

Q-17: Sh. Saleem Dabkori, Municipal Councilor, Ward no 20 - Payment of
Shamtoo, Sukhdershanpur, Alipur, Jalouli mining is pending and how is it possible
to recover the amount from such person they will also do like this and FIR is
registered for the illegal mining not for this reason.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula informed that FIR had
already registered in that case and you are a representative of the public and
Elected Member of ward no 20, you are also requested to pass a resolution against
the violator so that FIR may be registered for the recovery of pending payment
from the previous defaulters.

Q-18: Sh. Saleem Dabkori, Municipal Councilor, Ward no 20 informed that
Municipal Corporation, Panchkula had already fixed the responsibility of Sr.
Accounts Officer, MC Panchkula for recovery of the pending payment.

Sh. Virender Singh Punia, R.O, HSPCB, Panchkula - same will be recorded in

the minutes.
