2 Learned Counsel for the DJB has handed over a revised
status report about the stages of the works of interceptors, sewage
project, sewage treatment plants, rehabilitation of peripheral
sewer lines, projects for trapping of drains. It is stated that out of
14 STPs to be set up, the land is not available for 8. Out of 7
STPs for which NMCG has given funds, land is available only for 5
STPs. Contra information earlier given was not correct.

3 Our attention has been drawn to a status report published
by the DJB on the sewerage management in the NCT of Delhi.
Learned Counsel for the DJB states that this is only draft report.
In the said report, under the head of capacity utilisation and
performance status of STPs, it is recorded that at most of the
places, BOD/SS/MGD(L), do not meet the designed parameters
and most of the STPs are either closed or working below capacity.

4. It is also mentioned that the situation is unacceptable and
calls for urgent steps. There is no proper management of sludge
produced at most of the STPs locations with all the digesters lying
defunct or unused.
S. We have already recorded a clear finding of the failure of the
administration in handling the situation and repeated failure in
carrying out binding directions in various orders. Even
information given from time to time has been found to be incorrect
on several occasions. There is, thus, undoubted need for a
constant monitoring Committee on day to day basis by a
competent full time team as commissioners to execute orders of
the Tribunal under Section 25 of the National Green Tribunal Act,
2010.
6. Accordingly, we constitute two members Monitoring
Committee comprising of Ms. Shailaja Chandra, former Chief
Secretary, Delhi and Mr. B.S. Sajwan former Principal Chief
Conservator of Forests and former Expert Member of this
Tribunal. They may be provided suitable place of working and all
other facilities necessary for the purpose. The Chief Secretary,
Delhi and the CEO, Delhi Jal Board (who is present before the
Tribunal) may contact them for further action. They may be paid
suitable honorarium to be fixed in consultation with them. We
request the Members of the Committee to assume charge within
one week.
7. The mandate of the Monitoring Committee will be as follows:

i.  To take stock of all the actions taken so far in the light

of the various directions of the Tribunal.
ii. Propose time bound action plan to deal with the

problem. The Committee may suggest the framework for




Item Nos.

implementation. Preferably a comprehensive, integrated
and inclusive strategy with clear measurable indicators

of progress and success.

The time lines prepared by the committee will be treated
as revised time lines to substitute the time line earlier

laid down by the Tribunal.

The committee my requisition services of any technical

experts.

The action plan should also include creation of Bio-
diversity Parks created by the Centre for Environmental
Management of Degraded Ecosystems (CEMDE) of
University of Delhi, A Centre of Excellence of the
Ministry of Environment and Forest & Climate Change,
Government of India and City Forests of Urban Forests
belt of suitable species that are capable of capturing
pollutants from environment on the entire Yamuna
flood plains right from Wazirabad to Okhla in NCT of
Delhi. For this Purpose the DDA, who is the owner of
the land in Yamuna flood plains, shall make the entire
flood plain available to the Forest department aafter
demarcating the land on the ground. All such lands

should be cleared of all the encroachments if any.

After assessing the current status of Yamuna, they may
clearly indicate the reasons for delay in implementation

of our orders issued from time to time.

Ozonation and aeration in some of the drains may be
experimented. It is to be ensured that the treated

effluents should not be mixed with untreated effluents

and the treated effluents are utilised for horticulture
and other relevant purposes.

The online mechanism for monitoring the sewage
treatment plants should also be connected to the
servers of CPCB and DPCC so that the CPCB can also
monitor the data.

The Monitoring Committee may also setup a website for
receiving and giving information on the subject.

The Committee may also involve educational
institutions for expectations, awareness and feedback
about the results.

The Monitoring Committee will have powers to make
such inspections as may be necessary including to have
the water quality inspected from time to time. The
Committee may also call for such help of security forces
as may be necessary and require dedicated forces being
made available for removing the encroachment on the
floodplains of river Yamuna. The Delhi Police may make
temporary recruitment to be funded out of the present
project if so suggested by the Committee.

The mandate of the Monitoring Committee is to ensure
requisite level of standard of water at the entry point
and the exit point of river Yamuna as well as the in
drains which meet river Yamuna so that there are no
pollutants beyond the determined standards.

If the final plans are likely to take longer time, interim
targets may be fixed for the specific purpose. The
existing STPs may be planned to be fully operational

within the specified time. Terminal points of the drains

should be first cleaned.

The Monitoring Committee may also consider and
approve any plan for collection of funds on the Principle
of Polluter Pays apart from requisitioning funds from
the concerned authorities in terms of the orders already
passed by this Tribunal.

The Committee will also issue directions to deal with
the problems of idol immersion in the river Yamuna
taking into account the guidelines of the CPCB to
ensure that no pollution is caused in Yamuna at Delhi.
No application in respect of work to be executed by the
Committee will henceforth be moved before this
Tribunal directly till further orders.

The States of Haryana and Uttar Pradesh may consult
the members of the Monitoring Committee appointed by
this Tribunal for constituting their own full time
committees. Members of the Committees of States of
Haryana and Uttar Pradesh may also have a joint
meeting with the members of the Monitoring Committee
appointed by this Tribunal, after making mutual
arrangements. The State of Uttar Pradesh will be at
liberty to assign work of Phase-II of Ganga to the same
Committee depending on the performance.

The State of Uttar Pradesh will also be at liberty to file a
copy of status report before the Committee for
information on behalf of the Uttar Pradesh Jal Board.
Any existing Committee already working may work in-
tandem with the Monitoring Committee constituted

today.

8. The Committee may prepare its action plan by 15.09.2018.
First interim report of the Committee may be sent to this Tribunal
by email by 31.12.2018. The Committee may also give suggestions
to the State of Haryana after considering status report which,
learned Counsel for State of Haryana states, will be filed within
four weeks from today.

0. Having regard to the nature of the subject involved, all the
authorities have to take up the job as a mission for service to the
society and in such a situation there can be no issue of any
conflict arising in the working of any of the Bodies. In case, any
conflict or difficulty arises, it will be open to the Monitoring
Committee to send a communication to this Tribunal by email so
that such conflict may be resolved. Thus, we expect that, if as a
result of steps taken any improvement takes place, this can be a
model for other rivers facing the same challenges.

10. It is made clear that basic mandate of the Committee will be
monitoring of directions of this Tribunal with regard to pollution
in the river Yamuna and the drains which join the said river. The
Committee will have co-ordination with the authorities of the
States of Haryana and Uttar Pradesh but for their focussed work
of the State of Haryana and Uttar Pradesh, the said States may
constitute appropriate whole-time monitoring Committees of
atleast two Members who can work in co-ordination with the
Monitoring Committee appointed by this Tribunal today. Such
whole-time Expert Committees may be constituted within two
weeks from today.

11. All the concerned authorities including Vice-Chairman,
DDA, Secretary, PWD, NCT of Delhi, Commissioners of Municipal

Corporations, Chairman of NDMC and NMCG, State of Haryana,




State of Uttar Pradesh and the Members of the Principal
Committee will co-operate and co-ordinate with the Monitoring
Committee. The Monitoring Committee can seek such scientific
and technical assistance as may be required from any relevant
authorities, including the CPCB.
12. The DJB will use all available funds for the project on
directions of the Committee. The NCT of Delhi will collect funds, in
case of deficiency, in the manner already laid down by this
Tribunal.
13. The Committee will also be at liberty to take up all incidental
issues.
14. The Registry is directed to send a copy of this order to the
Chief Secretaries of Delhi, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Himachal
Pradesh and to the Members by email.

List again in last of January, 2019, to consider the progress

in the matter.
