Dr. Vivek Bharti, IAS, Additional Deputy Commissioner, Ambala presided over this 

public hearing held on 06.06.2023 at site of the unit. The attendance of officers present 

from various departments and the residents of nearby villages is given at Annexure-'A'. 

Besides Govt. Officers/ officials of the District Administration, residents from the 

nearby villages attended the hearing at site of the proposed unit.

'B'. 

Sh. Nitin Mehta, Regional Officer, HSPCB, Ambala Region, welcomed the Additional 

Deputy Commissioner, Ambala, other Officers and general public present in the hearing. 

He explained about the necessity of the public hearing being held under provision of EIA 

notification of 2006, amended to date. He detailed about the requirement for obtaining 

Environmental Clearance under the provisions of EIA notification from Ministry of 

Environment, Forest & Climate Change, Govt. of India. He particularly emphasized that 

those present in the hearing should raise their queries/ suggestion/ objection regarding 

any problem which may crop after commissioning of this project. 

Further, formal permission to start the process of public -hearing was granted by 

the Chairman Dr. Vivek Bharti, IAS, Additional Deputy Commissioner, Ambala. 

Thereafter Sh. Nitin Mehta, Regional Officer, HSPCB, Ambala Region requested the 

Project proponent to give the presentation of the project in detail and remedies taken by 

the project proponent to control the environmental impacts which may arise after 

establishment of the project. 

The consultant of Project Proponent welcomed the participants and started the 

presentation. He explained about the project regarding project location, description of the 

project. 

After the presentation, Sh. Nitin Mehta, RO HSPCB, Ambala, requested the public 

to raise their suggestions, objections, views, queries and doubts which may arise from the 

project.

The consultant informed that 
all material belongs to state 
and as per the Haryana Minor 
Mineral Rules, Section 62 the 
PP is liable to pay 
compensation to the land 
owners whose land is coming 
under the mining area. If it is 
Panchayat Land then the 
compensation will be paid to 

the Panchayat. 

The trees will be cut with due 

permission 	of 	Forest 

Department. 

PP replied that they will avoid 
the use of roads in residential 
areas for plying the trucks 
from the mining site and, if 
needed, will construct their 
own road for the purpose. 
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V) How royalty will be 
collected? 

VI) How 
disagreements of the 
land owners will be 
resolved? 

The royalty will be collected 
form the trucks/tippers at the 
site 	only 	before 	they 	are 
allowed to exit the site. 

If there is any disagreement- 
between land owners and PP 
then 	the 	Deputy 
Commissioner, 	being 	the 
nodal officer, will decide the 
compensation.
