MOGA, APRIL 6

The district administration
has imposed a ban on the use
of straw reaper machines
during the ongoing wheat
harvesting season, claiming
that these machines often
lead to incidents of fire and
cause air pollution.

The wheat straw left in
fields after harvesting and
making hay (dry fodder) with
straw reapers is generally
burnt by the farmers to pre-
pare fields for the next crop.

District Magistrate Kul-

want Singh and Plant Pro-
tection Officer Dr Jaswinder
Singh Brar said strict action
would be taken against
farmers who used straw
reapers and burnt the crop
residue in fields.

The plying of combine har-
vester machines in the wheat
fields during the night time
has also been banned by the
district administration. The
wheat harvesters cannot be
used to harvest the crop after
7 pm and before 9 am.

five-acre plot.

Jaspal Singh of Dulo Nan-
gal village, Amritsar, said his
sowing cost turned out to be
nil as he used 20 kg lesser
seed than conventional
method. He said he incurred
an expenditure of Rs 300 to
400 per acre on surface seed-
ing of wheat.

“I had an added advantage
of no lodging, lesser weed,
more yield and saved on one-
two irrigations. Despite
untimely rain, surface seed-
ing saved my wheat crop.
Moreover, I did not face any
problem of managing stubble
aswell,” said Jaspal.

CHANDIGARH, APRIL 6

In a major relief to Punjab
State Power Corporation
Limited (PSPCL), the state
government has cleared the
entire subsidy bill for the
fiscal year. The total sub-
sidy bill for the PSPCL for
2022-23 stood at a stagger-
ing Rs 20,200 crore.

At the start of the fiscal,
the subsidy amount due to
the PSPCL was estimated
at Rs 15,845.63 crore, but it
was revised in February to
Rs 18,396 crore, after the
announcement of 300
units of free power to
domestic consumers.

In its first year, the AAP
government also had to car-
ry forward Rs 9,020 crore of
unpaid subsidy from previ-
ous years. The government
had decided to clear this
legacy amount in five equal
instalments of Rs 1,804
crore. By paying the first
instalment, the govern-
ment has cleared the total
subsidy for last financial
year amounting to Rs
20,200 crore.

As per the official records,
the government made a
payment of Rs 9,063.79
crore for agricultural pump
sets, Rs 8,225.90 crore for
domestic consumers, and

PSPCL gets
320,200 crore

Rs 2,910.31 crore for the
industry, along with the
first instalment of Rs 1804
crore from the legacy
amount.

It may be mentioned that
earlier, the government
used to make book adjust-
ments of the electricity duty
and infrastructure develop-
ment fund collected by the
PSPCL on behalf of the
state government against
the subsidy bill. However,
this time the government
has actually transferred the
amount, and the electricity
duty of Rs 2,874.37 crore
and infrastructure develop-
ment fund of Rs 1,052.94
crore have not been adjust-
ed against the subsidy bill.

The subsidy bill of the
state government varied
from Rs 4,951 crore in 2014-
15 to Rs 11,271 crore in
2020-21 (including arrears).
The subsidy increased con-
sistently from 2012-13 to
2015-16, peaking at Rs
6,324 crore in 2013-14. The
subsidy amount then
increased significantly
from 2017-18 to 2020-21,
with the highest being Rs
11,271 crore in 2020-21.
