a) Will the Chief Minister be pleased to state whether it is a fact that the
underground water in District Sonipat, Panipat and Karnal has been polluted
due to the industrial waste water released through borewells by several
industrial units;

b) if so, the steps taken by the Government to check the above said
problem together with the details thereof?

Reply:-

(a) and (b) :No Sir. The Haryana State Pollution Control Boafd (HSPCB)
has been monitoﬁng the quality of surface water including that of
Rivers/Drains/Water Bodies and ground water at 19 locations in
Sonipat, 21 locations in Panipat and 14 locations in Karnal Dis'trict
under the National Water Monitoring Programme ((NWMP) of
Government of India and the results of samples collected from all

these points are within the prescribed standards.

Assembly Question No. 891 asked by Smt. Nirmal Rani, MLLA regarding Problem of

Pollution in Ground water in the areas of Panipat, Sonipat and Karnal.
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The Haryana State Pollution Control Board (IISPCB) has been monitoring the quality of
surface water including that of Rivers/Drains/Water Bodies and ground water at 19 locations
in Sonipat, 21 locations in Panipat and 14-locations in Karnal District and the results of
samples collected from all these points arc within the prescribed standards. Besides this
samples are also collected under the National Water Monitoring Programme (NWMP). The
details of these locations alongwith its parameters (from the period April 2020 to till
date) is enclosed as Annexure-A (for Sonipat District), Annexure-B (for Panipat
District) and Annexure-C (for Karnal Districf). These locations are being monitored to
ascertain the quality of water and the reports of ground water quality of these Districts
have been found to be meeting with the standards of drinking water as prescribed
by Burcau of Indian Standards (BIS). The results of the analysis of water samples of
the water bodies arc regularly submitted tb the Central Pollution Control Board (CPéB)
and are also uploaded on the online portal of CPCB regularly.

Further, the industrial units are being inspected regularly by HSPCB and penal
actions such as closure and prosccutions are taken against the units for all the
violations observed. While there arc 02 cases of illegal discharge of untreated effluent
through borewell / reverse pumping in Rai area of Sonipat District and 01 case detected
in Ghraunda area of Karnal District, during the last two years. Closure and Prosecution
action have also been taken against these units.

The following steps have been taken up by Government through District

Administration of these 03 Districts, Haryana State Pollution Control Board (XISPCB),

and other Agencies/Departments concerned for prevention and monitoring the pollution

of water:- |

1)  As per directions iséucd by HSPCB dated 29.09.2017 (Annexure-D) all large and
medium industries/STPs/CETPs discharging directly or indirectly into 'the river
Yamuna, have to mandatorily install Online Effluent Monitoring Systems in their units,
and the units shall be closed down by the Board, if the same is not complied with.

11)  Directions have been issued to 256 industries/ projects for installation of Online
monitoring of effluent discharge and cmission from various highly polluting industries,
Common Effluent Treatment Plants (CETPs), Sewage Treatment Plants (STP)s,
Common Hazardous Waste & Bio Medical Waste treatment and disposal facilities. All
the 256 units have installed and connccted to the servers of HSPCB and CPCB and the
real time data are reccived online. Total 1371 water polluting industries are established
in these 03 districts & running after obtaining permission from the Board and have
installed Effluent Treatment Plant/ Sewage Treatment Plant out of which 133 industries

has adopted zero liquid discharge (Z1.D) plant in thesc 03 districts.

HSPCB has been regularly inspecting the polluting industries as per the inspection
policy endst. no. HSPCB/PLG/G-14/2020/1332-1367 dated 11.02.2020 (Annexure-E)
for different categories of industries to check the installation and operation of Pollution
Control Devices by water polluting units and compliance of prcscribed'standards for

discharge of environmental pollutants. Besides regular mandatory inspections, the

" HSPCB is also conducting special inspections wherever it receives complaints through

appropriate specified channels against the pollution, and wherever Court/Tribunal
directions are received for conduct of inspection. HSPCB has inspected 2123 industries
in thése 03 Districts in last 03years out of which 485 industries were found non
complying and necessary action such as closure & prosecution was done against the
defaulting units. Status of industries is attached as (Annexure-K) -

HSPCB has imposed the penalty on the non-complying polluting units on the Polluter
Pays' principle and HSPCB is rccovering the Environmental Compensation for the

restoration of the environment damages caused. IISPCB has imposed compensation on

" 38 units (20 in Sonipat, 14 in Panipat and 04 in Karnal Region) for an amount of Rs.

29.50 Cr (approx) against the defaulting units and an amount of around six crore has
been collected till date (copy enclosed as (Annexure- G)

Regular monitoring of the water quality of surface water including that of
rivers/drains/water bodies and ground water flowing through entire State of
Haryana including these 03 Districts is done by HSPCB under National Water
Monitoring Programme (NWMP).

There are 3 CETPs with a capacity of 44.5 MI.D, established in Panipat and 4
CETPs, with a capacity of 25.2 MLD established in Sonpat District for treating
the industrial effluent, generated from the industries. Further, one more CETP

with a capacity of 6 MILD is getting constructed in Sonepat. One CETP in

Panipat (21 MID) is being upgraded technically for efficient treatment,--'ofl'_
- Sy

industrial effluent. Further, four existing CETPs of Sonepat are being upgradea
(augmenting their capacity from 25.2 ML.D tb 48 MILD), creating more treatment
capacity in the District. Detail of CETPs is enclosed as (Annexure-H)

The State Government is also creating awareness on environmental issues through
multimedia to sensitize and evoke pcople’s participation. 43 health camps have
also been organized and 16 awareness programmes have been organized in these

three districts during the current year (2020-21), till date.
