Whereas, the Hon'ble Supreme Court of ndia, in Writ Petition (Civil) No. 
13029, titled M.C. Mehta vs. Union of India and Others, is pending before the 
Hon'ble Supreme Court of India. 

Whereas, on the hearing dated 17.01.2025, the Hon'ble Apex Court was 
pleased to issue directions to the States of Haryana and Uttar Pradesh to impose a 
perpetual ban similar to the one imposed by the Government of Delhi under order 
dated 19.12.2024, applicable to the NCR areas of the State 

Whereas, the Government of Haryana, Environment & Climate Change 
Department, vide directions dated 28.02.2025 issued under Section 5 of the 
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, imposed a complete ban on the manufacture, 
storage, sale (including online sale), and bursting of all kinds of firecrackers in the 
districts falling within the NCR area of Haryana throughout the year. 

Subsequentiy, the Government of Haryana, Environment & Climate Change 
Department, vide directions dated 09.10.2025, issued under Section 5 of the 

Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, read with Notification No. S.0. 152(E) dated 
10.02.1988 issued by the Ministry of Environment, Forest & Climate Change, 
Government of India, has ordered as follows: 

"There shall be a complete ban on the manufacture, sale, and use of joined 
firecrackers (series crackers or laris) and all kinds of firecrackers except for green 
crackers, as well as a ban on the use of barium salts in fireworks, in the districts 

falling in the Non-NCR areas of Haryana throughout the year. 

However, in the Non-NCR areas, on Diwali or other festivals such as 

Gurupurab, when fireworks are generally used, the bursting of green crackers shall 

be strictly permitted only between 8:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m. 

On Christmas Eve and New Year's Eve, when such fireworks generally take 

place around midnight, i.e., 12:00 a.m., the bursting of green crackers shall be 

permitted only between 11:55 p.m. and 12:30 a.m." 

In view of the above, the general public and all stakeholders are hereby 

informed through this Public Notice that there shall be a complete ban on the 

manufacture, sale, and use of joined Tirecrackers (series crackers or laris) and all 

kinds of firecrackers except for green crackers, as well as a ban on the use of 

barium salts in fireworks, in the districts falling in the Non-NCR areas of Harvana 

throughout the year, as ordered by the Additional Chief Secretary to Government 

of Harvana. Environment & Climate Gnange Department, vide letter No. Endst. No.
